Bidston Moss Local Nature Reserve

The Bidston Moss Local Nature Reserve covers ## acres.  It lies in the corner between the Southbound carriageway of the M53 and the West side of the A554 (Bidston Link Road), with part of it adjoining the J1 roundabout.  This site was in existence somewhat before the landfill operations leading to the other sites, and has a scattering of well-grown trees, including some non-wild types such as domesticated apple trees.  The land was passed over to lease by the Forestry Commission as part of the same agreement as for the Bidston Moss Main and Cross Lane sites.

The layout consists of sparse woodland and reed beds, containing two ponds bordered with trees and reeds.  The aspect facing the motorway consists of a deep steep-sided vegetated trench which looks like the course of some former waterway.  The paths within the site are mostly unsurfaced.  There are two access points, both of which are from the short dead-end road which runs from the A554 Bidston Link Road to the Bidston Golf Club buildings.  This road also provides access to the footbridge over the Merseyrail West Kirby line at Bidston Station.  

The main path within the site runs from the entrance opposite Bidston Station Bridge, passes between the two ponds, and then circles gradually clockwise, widely enclosing the right-hand pond, to reach the other entrance which is close to the A554 main road.
